Challenge Afternoon: Create your own country! 

This week we want you to create your own country.  

Task 1: Draw a map. 

Spend some time thinking about the weather and geography of your country. Is it an island? Does it have mountains? Volcanoes? 

Waterfalls? Is it snowy? Does it have caves? Draw a map that shows the layout of your country.  

 

Task 2: What are  the laws? 

What kind of laws will your country have? How will you make sure that everyone who lives  there is safe and happy? What are the 

most important rules to live by? 

Write a list of 10 laws for your country.  

Task 3: Design a flag.  

Do some research on flags from different countries around the world. What will your flag look like? What colours will you use? 

Task 4: 

Compose a national anthem.  

A national anthem is a song that gets sung at important events such as sporting events, ours is ‘God save the Queen’ it’s quite slow and 

very old. How will you make your national anthem happier and upbeat? Can you compose a rhythm and write the lyrics. How will the 

lyrics reflect the values of your country? 

Task 5 – Presentation. 



Present your work to someone on your house, or video yourself presenting your country and email it to the class email. Talk all about 

your country and why you think it would be a good place to live.  
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This game is like War with cards. This 

version just adds a fraction aspect. 

Children deal two cards, a numerator and 

denominator, then determine whose 

fraction is the largest. The winner keeps all 

four cards, and play continues until the 

cards are gone. You can also play using
